I am writing to advise that we have reviewed and updated the Marriage website (www.ag.gov.au/marriage) taking account of feedback received from various stakeholders. All previous relevant information has been retained, however information is now accessible through more logical navigations. We have also removed links to previous versions of forms which was raised as an issue raised in the April associations meeting. It is expected the new webpages will go live later today.

In the April associations meeting, associations advised that the current format of the Certificate of Marriage presentation envelope frequently tears at the slit in the back of the envelope. The department has liaised with CanPrint regarding the presentation envelope and it has been agreed that the slit will be removed in the next production run (approximately October 2015). This will not affect the purchase price.
